Mr. Dutta presented Revolutionary Racing Kentucky’s 2023 
application to conduct live horse racing, simulcasting, and pari-
mutuel wagering. This application was submitted pursuant to KRS 
Chapter 230, KAR Title 810. 
 
Upon review, six conditions have been set forth by the Commission, 
as outlined in the meeting materials. They are to all be completed 
by September 15, 2022.  
 
Application has the support of KTA/KTOB, Red Mile, Kentucky Downs, 
and ECL Corbin, and conditional approval of the KyHBPA, Senator 
Julie Raque Adams, Senator Robin Webb, Representative Scott Sharp, 
Representative John Blanton, Representative Patrick Flannery, Boyd 
County Commissioners Randy Stapleton, Larry Brown, Keith Watts, 
Boyd County Judge Executive Eric Chaney.  
 
Ms. Wolsing provided additional comments. Pursuant to 810 KAR 
3:010, the Commission is to review the application and any 
supplemental materials to determine the following five criteria. 1) 
The applicant meets all requirements of KRS Chapter 230 and KAR
