KHR President Jamie Eads explained that behind the second
tab is an update about what has been going on the last few
months since the passing of Senate Bill 299. The leadership
team has been meeting with the Governor’s office and other
state agencies to get a better understanding of the framework
and discussing what to do to implement Senate Bill 299.

One of the first things is going to be to vote on some
memorandums of agreement that the board has already seen.
Bill May was asked to be the chair of the Transition Committee
and he has agreed; that committee includes Dr. Tiffany Daniels,
Michel Dudgeon, Terry Finley, Bill Landes, and Ed Worley.

There is also a hiring and compensation committee that Kerry
Harvey has agreed to chair, and that committee includes Mike
Berry, Lesley Howard, and Frank Shoop.

The Commission would usually appoint the KHBIF, the Sire
Stakes, the Quarter Horse Development Fund, Thoroughbred
Breeders’ Incentive Fund, and the Thoroughbred Development
Fund, so those materials are included and are the same as
usual. Then business as usual over the last three months with
Keeneland being wrapped up; then the staff went to Churchill.
Next is Ellis Park. The Kentucky Derby and Oaks winners were
both KBIF and the breeders received $50,000 each — which is
the biggest award given.

Hannah Sims started in June. The standardbred population is
running at Oak Grove with field staff present.

KHRGC Interim General Counsel, Travers Manley, was assigned
the floor and explained that Senate Bill 299 established the
corporation effective today. On June 28, Jamie Eads signed four
memorandums of agreement to allow business at the
corporation to continue operations while we transition from an
agency under the Public Protection Cabinet to an independent,
de jure municipal corporation of the Commonwealth.

There are three MOAs with PPC and one with the Personnel
Cabinet. The MOA with Personnel regards the provision of
Human Resources, payroll and benefit processing services, and
HR functionality with KHRIS. The MOA is effective through at
least September 30, 2024 and the fee is $10.20 per full time
employee per month. The MOAs with PPC are for IT, fiscal and
budget operations, as well as HR and communication services.
For the IT MOA, PPC will continue maintenance of the sports
wagering license database and portal and perform website
services. For the fiscal and budget MOA, PPC will assist the
corporation in the performance of several fiscal operations and
also provide budget operations. For the HR and
communications MOA, PPC will provide regulatory services
related to HR policies and federal laws such as the ADA and
FMLA.

ief State Steward Barbara Borden presented two reports, the
first of which were rulings by category from the first of the year
through June 13. The second report showed rulings that have
been issued since the last meeting.

Chief State Steward Barbara Borden presented the
Standardbred Rulings for Patricia Cooksey and explained that
there were only a couple of unpaid fines. People with
outstanding fines have been contacted and a suspension date
was set for fines not received in time.

Chief State Steward Barbara Borden presented the Quarter
horse rulings report from the 2024 Sandy Ridge meet at the Red
Mile stating there were quite a few rulings issued and several
outstanding fines. Everyone has been contacted and they are
trying to get it cleaned up and hope to have updates by the next
meeting.

Chief Racing Veterinarian Dr. Nick Smith was assigned the floor
and explained that he had two reports to share with the first
one being from the Keeneland Spring meet with 1,306 starters.
There were 366 post-race samples, 47 total veterinary
scratches, 37 were pre-race and 10 were on track, 5 of those on
track were for soundness-related and 5 were gate or paddock
injuries. A total of 69 horses were put on the vet’s list and 18
were post-race injuries, lame in the test barn or lame post-race.
There were 4 ambulance runs for the meet and 1 racing fatality
that was musculoskeletal.

Conversation about the decreased fatalities and special thanks
to the Veterinarians and horsemen were given. Mr. Finley
remarked on the morning training and asked if there is a benefit
from the oversight in the mornings. Dr. Smith shared that there
is an increased presence at the track of veterinarians and there
are reduced injuries so far.

The next report shared by Dr. Smith was from Churchill Downs’
Spring meet. There were 3,432 total starts, 1,015 post-race
samples, 103 veterinary scratches of which 80 were pre-race
and 23 were on track. Of those scratches, 13 were for
soundness and 10 for gate or paddock injuries. During the meet,
157 horses were put on the vet’s list, and there were 43 racing
injuries or post-race lame and test barn lame. There were 8
horses treated for physical distress, 13 total ambulance runs,
and 2 fatalities both of which were musculoskeletal.

Mr. Finley inquired about the backside and the overall vibe as it
related to HISA. Dr. Smith shared that everyone has noticed an
increased level of safety in the race horses on a daily basis and
that everyone is working together.

Discussion regarding a super test ensued; Dr. Smith shared that
the testing is the same across the board regardless of the level
of the race and that there have been great improvements in
testing since he has been around since 2011.

KHR Director of Pari-Mutuel Wagering and Compliance, Andy
33-36 Conway, presented wagering reports for the months of March,
April, May, and fiscal year 2024. There were $43.4 million
wagered on track at Kentucky tracks representing a 5% increase
from May last year. Fiscal year totals were comparable to last
year at $95.6 million.

Red Mile and Oak Grove both saw significant growth in May
simulcast wagers with a 60% increase from May 2023 to May
2024. For the fiscal year, Oak Grove has seen a 26% increase
from May of last year. TVG saw $13.3 million wagered on
Kentucky tracks, helped out by the Derby representing a nearly
$3 million increase from last May.

Historical horse racing wagers for the fiscal year through May
have seen an 18% increase from last year representing an
additional $1.3 billion wagered for total of $8.835 billion. This is
due in part to the opening of Sandy’s Racing and Gaming as well
as Derby City Gaming downtown.

Hannah Simms, the new Sports Wagering Director, presented
that she has hit the ground running since joining the KHRGC.
f. Sports Wagering 36-38 She has met with key stakeholders, reviewed comprehensive
and regulatory framework, and looked at existing operational
procedures and seeing where they can move forward. Her
report consisted of numbers from September through May and
that they are still working on reconciliations. To date the total

Meeting

2024 Kentucky Downs' Additional KTDF Allotment Reguest

Kentucky Downs requested to increase their 2024 KTDF allotments previously set at the range of
$14_3 Million to $15.1 Million to a total of 317 Million. The increased allotments will go to support
a number of stakes races at their race mest running August 29, 2024, through September 11,
2024. The increaze reflects an elevated HHR handie for the first half of 2024 at Kentucky Downs
and The Mint in Bowling Green.

2024 Churchill Downg' September Race Meet

The KTDF purse structurs for Churchill Downs' September race mest will consist of 14 race days
beginning Thursday, September 12, 2024 and ending Sunday September 29, 2024. Churchill
Downs is proposing KTDF purses in the range of $3.5 million to $4 4 million. These projections
are based on a KTDF eamed balance of $1.5 million at the conclusion of their 2024 spring meet.
Churchill Downs is projecting additional eamings of $5.2 million by the end of September with the
primary driver being par-mutuel wagering at their Derby City Gaming and Derby City Gaming
Downtown facilities. To encourage participation Churchill Downs will pay out KTDF through last
place to all KTDF eligible horses.

2024 Keeneland's Fall Race Meet

The KTDF purse structurs for Keeneland's fall race meet will consist of 17 race days beginning
Friday, Cctober 4, 2024 and ending Saturday, October 26, 2024, Keeneland is proposing KTDF
purses in the range of $5.5 million to $5.68 million. Keeneland's projections are based on a KTDF
earned balance of $2.6 milion at the conclusion of their 2024 =pring meest. They are alzo
projecting additional eamings of $1.7 million to $2 milion by the end of their meet with HHR
wagering at Keeneland-Red Mile (KEM) being the primary driver along with an additional $1.65
millizn to $1.93 million projected from Oak Grove per their contract. To encourage participation
during the meet, Keensland will pay out KTDF purses through last place to all KTDF eligible
horzes.

To help Keesneland fund their KTDF purses while increasing the strength of the overall Kentucky
Racing Circuit, Keeneland is also seeking final approval of a $1.25 million transfer from
Kentucky Downs.

In accordance with KRS.230.400, Keeneland is alzo requesting the use of $122 380 in KTDF to
promote, enhance, improve and encourage the further and continued development of the
Kentucky Thoroughbred breeding industry in Kentucky.

The KTDF purse structure for Churchill Downs' FalllMovember race meet will consist of 26 race
days beginning Sunday, October 27, 2024 and running through Sunday, December 1, 2024.
Churchill Downs is proposing purses in the range of $6.3 million to $7.6 million. These projections
are based on an estimated eamed surplus of 529 million at the conclusion of their September
race meet. They are also projecting additional eamnings of 5.1 million by the end of December
with the primary driver being par-mutuel wagering at their Derby City Gaming and Derby City
Gaming Downtown facilities. To encourage participation Churchill Downs will pay out KTDF
through last place to all KTDF eligible horses.

We have based the range on the following
information:

1. Atthe end of June 2024, Churchill Downs is projecting an ending KTDF earned balance of $1.5
million.

2. Our 2024 September Meet will consist of 14 racing days beginning Thursday, September 121
and ending Sunday, September 29", We are projecting additional earnings of $5.2 million by
the end of September. The primary driver is the KTDF earned from pari-mutuel wagering at
Derby City Gaming LLC {“Derby City”) and Derby City Gaming Downtown (“Derby City
Downtown”) from the beginning of July 2024 through the end of the September Meet.

3. We anticipate that KTDF will be approximately 24% of total purses. Of the requested KTDF
allotment, we anticipate the following payouts:

a. ALW, AOC, SMSW, MDN: approximately 61% of the KTDF allotment
b. BCL, CLM, MCL, STR, WMC: approximately 16% of the KTDF allotment; and
c. Stakes: approximately 23% of the KTDF allotment

4. For September 2024, we are assuming a KTDF payout percentage of 86.5% with anticipated
KTDF disbursements of $3.8 million, which is consistent with the September 2023 meet.

5. To encourage participation during the Spring Meet, we are again planning to pay KTDF purses
from first to last to all eligible horses.

Keeneland remains committed to improving the on-track experience for patrons and
is continuously sccking to improve ticketing, food/beverage, customet service, and
promotions/events in order ro grow our fanbase, and ultdmartely inctease on-track
handle. IKeeneland has begun its major capital improvement project including a
permanent Paddock Building, which will increase capacity and provide new dining
options. The project will also update the saddling enclosure to promote
hotse/hotsemen safery. We continue to udlize our BHTologists to increase awareness

and engagement with on-track fans to further drive handle. With the opening of sports
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wageting, we are cxcited to improve facilitics at Keencland-Red Mile and plan to
encourage patrons to utilize HHR, simuleast, and sports wagering areas.

Keeneland will continue to pay out KTDF funds through last place. A table containing
the pavout percentage by field size is attached. In the event there is a dead heat for
finish positions 1 thru 5, the KTDF percentage payout for each position will be
ageregated and paid equally to each horse included in the dead heat. If a non-KTDI?
eligible horse is involved in a dead heat, those funds will revert to the fund.

We will evaluate the carnings and payvout percentages several days into our race mect
and may nced to make adjustments if our actual carnings and payout percenrages are
significantly different from our assumptions.

Churchill Downs has reviewed our purses and would like to card KTDF purses in the range of $6.3 million
to $7.6 million for our upcoming Fall Meet. We have based the range on the following information:

1. Atthe end of September 2024, Churchill Downs is projecting an ending KTDF earned balance of
$2.9 million.

2. Our 2024 Fall Meet will consist of 26 racing days beginning Sunday, October 27'" and ending
Sunday, December 1%. We are projecting additional earnings of $5.1 million by the end of
December. The primary driver is the KTDF earned from pari-mutuel wagering from Derby City
Gaming LLC {“Derby City”) from the beginning of October 2024 through the end of the Fall Meet.

3. We anticipate that KTDF will be approximately 24% of total purses. Of the requested KTDF
allotment, we anticipate the following payouts:

a. ALW, AOC, SMSW, MDN: approximately 61% of the KTDF allotment
b. BCL, CLM, MCL, STR, WMC: approximately 16% of the KTDF allotment; and
c. Stakes: approximately 23% of the KTDF allotment

4. For Fall 2024, we are assuming a KTDF payout percentage of 86.5% with anticipated KTDF
dishursements of $6.6 million which is $1.0 million higher than the $5.5 million paid during the
Fall 2023 Meet. The driver of higher purses paid is due to an additional 5 race days during the
Fall meet compared to 2023.

THE KENTUCKY THOROUGHBRED DEVELOPMENT FUND (KTDF)

Given several years of robust business during the period beginning 2019 through October 2024, the
state-of-the-art historical racing machines at nearby Derby City Gaming and Derby City Gaming
Downtown have generated KTDF for horsemen with Kentucky-sired Kentucky-breds to run forin
designated stakes, handicap, allowance, non-claiming maiden races, and allowance optional claiming
races with a claiming price of not less than twenty-five thousand dollars ($25,000) contested at Churchill
Downs Racetrack. Continuing in Fall 2024, Churchill Downs Racetrack will offer KTDF money on all
claiming races.

Eligible races can be readily recognized in the stakes and condition books by the Kentucky Thoroughbred
Development Fund seal, which will appear next to each race in the stakes and condition books.

In accordance with KRS 230.400(5) (d), it is mandatory for a horse to be registered prior to time of entry
to be eligible to participate in the distribution of Kentucky Thoroughbred Development Fund monies.
Registration is only complete once the application is approved and payment has been received.

All horses of racing age that are both Kentucky-bred and sired by a Kentucky stallion which stood in
Kentucky the entire breeding season the year the horse was conceived are eligible to be registered.
Owners of horses of racing age are responsible for registering their horses. Stallion owners are
responsible for registering their stallions.

The Date System of preference will be used at Keeneland Associadon as described below:

Foal Certificates and Digital Foal Certificates are no longer required to be on file in the racing office
to enter or start at Keeneland Association; however, foal certificates and digital foal certificates must
be on file to obtain a preference date and to get a horse tattooed.

TO RECEIVH A ZHRCO () DATE, foal certificares and digiral foal cerrificares must be on file with the Horse
Tdentifier by Sunday, September 29, 2024.

Preference by condition cligibility then by:

1. Inover-filled races, preference will be given to horses in order of their assigned preference dates, earliest dare
first. Horscs having identical dates will be chosen by lot, however, where entry and running datcs arc the same, the
horse with the entry date will have preference.

2. Allhorsesintended for racing at Keencland Associationwill e assigned a preference date. Dates assigned will
beoftwotypes:

E-Date

This date will correspond to:

a.  The day onwhich a hotse’s foal papets /digital foal papers and name tag ate submirtted o the identificr (the
carlicst datc being the day when entries are first taken for the meeting).
The day onwhicha horse is firstenteredif his papers ate noton file with the identifier.

¢.  Toqualify for the latrer L-Dare, a horse must have been excluded from a race which appears on the
overnight or he must have been entered in a condition book race which failed to fill through
insufficienr entries.

R-Date

This date will correspond o

a. The day of a horse’s mest recent race at Keencland Association,

b.  An R-Date will also be assigned to a horse which scratches (provided the foal papers are on file
with the idenrtifier).

3. Ahorse retains his R-Date unril he receives a newer R-Date. No horse with an established R-Dare may recelve an
L-Date. A horse whose papers or digiral papers are removed from the identifier’s office will lose his dare and
must subsequently re-cstablish a date in order to tecelve prefetence. A hotse with an E-Date cannot receive a
newet L-Date. Horses starting ar another racerrack will forfeir any date they may have at Keeneland Association.

4. Preference dates will consist of two categories: Thrr (1) and Turf {T). Preference dates are good for any oype of
race or distance.

5. A horse that tuns in a race, which has been raken off the Turf will rerain its Turf date and establish a Dirt R-Date. A
scratched hotse will receive an R-Date from the date scrarched for both Turf and Dirt,

6. When a race is taken off the Turf, Main Track Only (MTO) horses will reccive an R-Dhate if they run or scratch. Tf
the race remains on the Turt, MTO horses will retain their previous dare.

7. Hotscs on the Also-Fligible list shall be permitted to draw into races in order listed. A horse enteted as MO
shall be listed as an Also-Liligible, If the race remains on the Turt, a horse hsted as MTO shall not be
permitted to draw into the race.

8. No E-Date will be assigned to the second choice of an unsplit same-owner entry.

9. A horse which has been placed on a list (verermanan, steward, starrer or paddaock judge) will lose their dare and be
assigned an R-Datc corresponding to the day removed from list,

10. Ahorsewhichisa scheduled starterin a canceled race will not receive an R-Date for that race but will retain its
previous dare.

11. Stakes and handicap races are not subject to date preference.
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12. Preferenec dates are transferred through change of ownership and changes in trainer after the proper transfer
procedure have been completed through the Steward's office and delivered ro the Racing Secrerary’s Ottice.

13. Darc preference rules will not supersede KHRC rules regarding preference, eligibility or scratches,

14, Winners will be preferred in all non-maiden races.

Condition Preference

¢ Horses are preferred by their available conditions in all allowance races beginning with Graded stake
winners (Grade T-TI-IIT), open stakes winners through their allowance conditions (when allowance
condidons are equal, an open stakes winners shall be preferred) providing the horse has finished 1st, 2nd,
3td or 4ch for $50,000 or morc since starting for loss than $30,000. Tn allowance/ optional claiming races
a horse's preference cannot exceed the condition of the race. Srarter races for less than $40,000 will not
be preferred.

* No cntry will be reecived execept upon the condidon that all disputes, claims and objecdons arising out of
the racing or with respect to the interpreradon of the conditions of any race shall be decided by the
officers of the association, or those whom they may appoinr and their decision upon all poines shall be
final.

e No catry shall be accepted from any stable not provided with a trainer’s license.

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DATE PREFERENCE SYSTEM

The Date System of preference will be used at Churchill Downs as described below:

Foal Certificates and digital foal certificates no longer are required to be on file in the
racing office to enter or start at Churchill Downs; however, foal certificates and digital foal
certificates must be on file to obtain a preference date and to get a horse tattooed.

Each day’s overnight will list the dates of horses in and on the also-eligible list to enable trainers
to see what dates are getting horses in over-filled races.

1.

In over-filled races, preference will be given to horses in order of their assigned
preference dates, earliest date first. Horses having identical dates will be chosen by lot,
however, where entry and running dates are the same, the horse with the entry date will
have preference.

All horses intended for racing at Churchill Downs will be assigned a preference date.
Dates assigned will be of two types:

FOR A ZERO DATE foal papers and digital foal papers must be turned in to the
identifier by Thursday, September 5, 2024.

E-Date

This date will correspond to:

a) The day on which a horse’s foal papers or digital foal papers are submitted to the
identifier (the earliest date being the day when entries are first taken for the meeting).
An unnamed horse will not receive an E-date.

b) The day on which a horse is first entered if his papers or digital foal papers are not on
file with the identifier.

To qualify for the latter E-date, a horse must have been excluded from a race which

appears on the overnight or he must have been entered in a condition book race which

failed to fill through insufficient entries.

R-Date

This date will correspond to the day of a horse’s most recent race at Churchill Downs. An

R-Date will also be assigned to a horse which scratches.

A horse retains his R-Date until he receives a newer R-Date. No horse with an established

R-Date may receive an E-Date. A horse whose papers or digital papers are removed from

the identifier’s office will lose his date and must subsequently re-establish a date in order

to receive preference. A horse with an E-Date cannot receive a newer E-Date. Horses

starting at another race track will forfeit any date they may have at Churchill Downs.

Preference dates will consist of two categories: Dirt (D) and Turf (T). Preference dates

are good for any type of race or distance.

A horse that runs in a race, which has been taken off the turf will retain its turf date. A

scratched horse will receive an R-date from the date scratched.

When a race is taken off the turf, main track only (MTO) horses will receive an R-Date if

they run or scratch. If the race remains on the turf, main track only (MTO) horses will

retain their previous date and will not be permitted to start.

No E-Date will be assigned to the second choice of an unsplit same-owner entry.
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9. A horse which has been placed on a list (veterinarian, steward, starter or paddock judge)
will lose their date and be assigned an R-Date corresponding to the day removed from
list.

10. A horse which is a scheduled starter in a cancelled race will not receive an R-Date for
that race but will retain its previous date.

11. The draw of stakes and handicap race is not subject to date preference.

12. Preference dates are transferred through change of ownership and changes in trainer after
the proper transfer procedure have been completed through the Steward’s office and
delivered to the Racing Secretary’s office.

13. Date preference rules will not supersede KHRC rules regarding preference, eligibility or
scratches.

14. Winners will be preferred in all non maiden races.

CONDITION PREFERENCE

Horses are preferred by their available conditions in all allowance races beginning with Graded
Stakes winners (Grade I-1I-I1T), down through their allowance conditions (when allowance
conditions are equal, an open stakes winner shall be preferred) providing the horse has finished
15, 21, 31 or 4™ for $50,000 or more since starting for less than $50,000. In allowance/optional
claiming races a horse’s preference cannot exceed the condition of the race. Starter races for less

than $40,000 will not be preferred.

WINNERS ARE PREFERRED IN ALL NON-MAIDEN RACES.

Also-Eligibles

If there are any scratches in a race with also-eligibles, the also-eligible horses will be permitted
to move into the race in the order listed on the overnight.

810 KAR 4:010. HORSES

The stewards may at any time require presentation of a horse’s registration certificate, virtual
certificate, or racing permit or other proof of ownership.

Upon claim, sale or any other transfer of ownership, the horse’s registration certificate or racing

permit shall be given to the new owner, and any virtual certificate shall be transferred to the new
owner electronically. The new owner shall report the change in ownership to the stewards.
